Finding employment
after incarceration is not only pivotal for reentry
success, it can also be a requirement for
parole or a halfway house.

It is important to find satisfaction in our jobs, but
sometimes we must temper our wishes with our
needs.

When we have to take a job that we are not
excited about now, we can leverage the
feelings of dissatisfaction to push us toward
whatever it is that we need to do to find
satisfaction. These things may include:
submitting applications for jobs that we really
want but may not be available now, or trying to
work in an organization that has a similar
philosophy to our own so we can move within
the organization to a job that is more fulfilling, or
perhaps we need to get the education required
for certain positions, or maybe what we really
want is to start our own business but need to
work a ‘day job’ until our idea provides enough
income for us to thrive.
